All HW piping shall have
insulation. Diffusers, 4 way cone, 24" x 24", shall be installed at

ceiling level. Install round duct, steel, galvanized, 12" diameter, 26

ga for diffuser branches. Use insulated (1" thick) flexible duct 14”

diameter for diffuser runouts. Return grill, eggcrate, 24” x 24" shall

be installed at ceiling level. Install round duct, steel, galvanized,

12" diameter, 26 ga from return grill back to plenum. All ductwork shall

have insulation.

D) Flooring: New 24"x 24" tufted nylon carpet tiles shall be installed.
Flooring shall be prepared as per manufacturers requirements prior to
the new carpet installation. Transition strips shall be installed in the
doorways as appropriate.

(1-JUNE-2016).

F.1 Architectural

-,Construct 3-5/8"metal stud walls.

-,Install 5/8” drywall (Hang, tape, and finish).

-,Paint all new walls 2 coats eggshell white color.

-,Install a painted 3'-0" x 7’-0” hollow metal entry door with
appropriate ADA lock and hardware with knock down metal jamb.
-,Provide and install new 4’ x 6’ x 3" thick sheet of plywood fire
rated for the new phone equipment.

-, The telecommunication room shall be enclosed up to the existing
ceiling.

The
Contractor shall install a stand-alone light

switch to isolate the lighting in the telecommunication room versus the
lightings in the rest of Room 355. A 4"

diameter EMT conduit shall be install on top of each of the three
cabinets in the data closet. Each conduit shall

terminate just above the ceiling and shall serve as a path for data
cables to run from the ceiling area down into the

cabinets.

Contract. The QC program must cover on-site and off-site work. (CDRL
A006) No construction work or testing may be performed unless the
Contractor’s QC Manager is on the work site. QC Manager must be an
individual with a minimum of 10 years combined experience as a
superintendent, inspector, QC Manager, project manager, or construction
manager on similar size and type construction contracts which included

the major trades that are part of this contract.

4.3.2 Inspection Benchmarks

A) Periodic quality/ safety checks at Government determined frequency.

4.4 Safety and Health

The Contractor shall maintain an accurate record of and shall report all
accidents to the COR within 10 minutes after incident occurs. (CDRL

A010)

For Navy Projects, complete a near miss report (CDRL A010). Near miss
reports are considered positive and proactive Contractor safety
management actions.

The Contractor shall maintain an accurate record of and shall report to

4.5 Waste Management Plan

The Contractor shall submit a waste management plan within 10 days after
the PAK meeting. In accordance with UFGS 01 74 19 Construction and
Demolition Waste Management. The plan must demonstrate how the project
waste diversion goal is met and plan must include the following: (CDRL

A005)

-, Ensure Hazardous Waste is labeled, handled and stored in accordance

with the Safety Data Sheets (SDS) and regulations.

-, The Contractor shall contact the COR to set up a temporary hazardous

waste storage area. This storage area shall not exceed 60 days.

-, The Contractor shall immediately notify Emergency Dispatch at (812)

854-2529, and COR for any hazardous material spillage.

-, The Contractor shall be responsible for clean-up efforts in
accordance with 40 CFR 300 and shall provide verbal and written

-, The Contractor shall submit SDS for any suspect materials to the

Contract Officer

4.6.2 Provide protection of areas and spaces not to be painted. Prior to
surface preparation and coating applications, remove, mask, or otherwise
protect such items not to be coated that are in contact with surfaces to
be coated. Following completion of painting, reinstall removed items by
workmen skilled in the trades. Restore surfaces contaminated by coating

materials, to original condition and repair damaged items.

4.6.3 Comply, at minimum, with manufacturer recommendations for space
ventilation during and after paint application. Isolate area of
application from rest of building when applying high-emission paints or

coatings.

4.6.4 Do not apply coating when air or substrate conditions are:
-,Less than 3 degrees C 5 degrees F above dew point;

-,Below 10 degrees C 50 degrees F or over 35 degrees C 95 degrees F,
unless specifically pre-approved by the Contracting Officer and the

product manufacturer.

4.6.5 Do not use materials having a lead content over 0.6 percent by

weight of nonvolatile content.

4.6.6 All coatings containers used to apply the contents therein to a
surface directly from the container by pouring, siphoning, brushing,
rolling, padding, ragging, or other means shall be closed when not in

use.
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4.6.7 Containers of any Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) containing

materials used for thinning and cleanup shall be closed when not in use.

4.6.8 Compliance with the VOC content limits shall not exceed the
following limits: flat coatings (0.835 Ib VOC/gal), non-flat coatings
(1.25 Ib VOC/gal), non-flat-high-gloss coatings (2.09 Ib VOC /gal) and
floor coatings (2.09 Ib VOC/gal), as per coating category identified in
326 IAC 8-14-3. The Contractor shall provide chemical products Safety

Data Sheets (SDS) to show compliance with VOC content limit.

4.6.9 Do not, under any circumstances, violate the manufacturer’s

application recommendations.

4.6.10 All technicians conducting work on HVAC<(>&<)>R systems that
could result in a release of refrigerant must be certified as a Section

608 Technician. Copies of technician certifications must be provided to
the Contracting officer at least 14 days prior to working on equipment
containing refrigerant. Products containing Ozone Depleting Substance
(ODS) and non-exempt substitute refrigerants in a sealed, self-contained
system shall be disposed of in accordance with 40 CFR 82. The full
refrigerant charge, in pounds, of the installed HVAC<(>&<)>R systems
must be provided to the RTA. This full charge value must also be

permanently marked at the system.

4.6.11 Recovered Class | ODS and Hydrochlorofluorocaron (HCFC-22) is
property of the government and must be returned to the Navy’s ODS
reserve. The Contractor must notify the RTA to arrange for delivery of

the refrigerant to Crane’s repository at B2748.

4.6.12 New HVAC<(>&<)>R systems must use EPA Significant New Alternative
Policy (SNAP) approved refrigerant with an ozone depleting potential of
zero. New HVAC<(>&<)>R equipment (both mission-critical and
non-mission-critical) must not contain Class | or Il substances.
Low-global-warming-potential refrigerants should be selected when

feasible.

4.6.13 The Contractor shall contain the workspace area before asbestos

abatement begins by installing critical barriers at the doorways and any
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other openings to the affected rooms. The affected rooms shall be under

negative air pressure and vented outside.

4.7 Closeout Submittals

As-built drawings are developed and maintained by the Contractor and
depict actual conditions, including deviations from the Contract
Documents. These deviations and additions may result from coordination
required by, but not limited to: contract modifications; official
responses to Contractor submitted Requests for Information; direction
from the COR; designs which are the responsibility of the Contractor,
and differing site conditions. Maintain the as-built throughout
construction as red-lined hard copies on site. These files serve as the
basis for the creation of the record drawings. Other closeout submittals
may include, but not limited to, warranty documentation, operation &
maintenance manuals, manifests, testing results, equipment training
report, as applicable. All applicable documents shall be submitted to

the RTA and COR before project is complete and final payment is issued.

-, The record drawings are the final compilation of actual conditions
reflected in the as-built drawings.

-,Provide and maintain two black line print copies of the PDF contract
drawings for As-Built Drawings in accordance with FC 1-300-09N. At a
minimum of 5 working days prior to Beneficial Occupancy Date (BOD),
certify both sets of as-built drawings as correct, sign, and submit the

As-Built Drawings for COR approval. (CRDL A012)

4.8 Warranty Management Plan

Develop a warranty management plan which contains information relevant
to FAR 52.246-21. At least 10 working days before the planned

pre-warranty conference, submit one set of the warranty management plan.
Include within the warranty management plan all required actions and
documents to assure that the Government receives all warranties to which
itis entitled. The plan must be in narrative form and contain

sufficient detail to render it suitable for use by future maintenance

and repair personnel, whether tradesmen, or of engineering background,

not necessarily familiar with this contract. The term "status" as
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indicated below must include due date and whether item has been
submitted or was accomplished. The construction warranty period will
begin on the date of project acceptance and continue for the full
product warranty period. A joint 4 month and 9 month warranty
inspection will be conducted, measured from time of acceptance, by the

Contractor, COR, and the Customer Representative. (CDRL A007)

6.1 Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR)

The COR is the point of contact for non-substantiated communications of
a technical nature. Only the Contracting Officer has the authority to

change the requirements of this order(s).

6.2 Requiring Technical Activity (RTA)

The RTA contacts are Functional Managers, Task Managers, and project
leads. RTAs do not have the authority to direct Contractor personnel or
change the requirements of this order(s) or change the requirements of

any TO(s). RTA's shall be copied on each CDRL deliverable identified.

6.3 Safety and Health

The requirements of this order may require Contractor personnel to come
in contact or be exposed to hazardous conditions. The Contractor shall
abide by all applicable federal, local, and state occupational safety

and health requirements. The Government will provide Standard Operating
Procedures (SOP) when applicable. The Contractor must have on record a
corporate safety plan and shall provide a copy to the COR when

instructed. The Contractor shall ensure all employees have appropriate
Personal Protection Equipment (PPE). The Contractor shall ensure
employees have all required training and certifications related to
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) requirements.

Any Contractor employee exhibiting unsafe behavior may be removed from

the definition at Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) 2.101);
(ii) Sold in substantial quantities in the commercial
marketplace; and
(iii) Offered to the Government, under a contract or
subcontract at any tier, without modification, in the same form in which
itis sold in the commercial marketplace; and
(2) Does not include bulk cargo, as defined in 46 U.S.C.
40102(4), such as agricultural products and petroleum products.
"Construction material" means an article, material, or supply
brought to the construction site by the Contractor or a subcontractor
for incorporation into the building or work. The term also includes an
item brought to the site preassembled from articles, materials, or
supplies. However, emergency life safety systems, such as emergency
lighting, fire alarm, and audio evacuation systems, that are discrete
systems incorporated into a public building or work and that are
produced as complete systems, are evaluated as a single and distinct
construction material regardless of when or how the individual parts or
components of those systems are delivered to the construction site.
Materials purchased directly by the Government are supplies, not
construction material.
Cost of components means—
(1) For components purchased by the Contractor, the
acquisition cost, including transportation costs to the place of
incorporation into the construction material (whether or not such costs
are paid to a domestic firm), and any applicable duty (whether or not a
duty-free entry certificate is issued); or
(2) For components manufactured by the Contractor, all costs
associated with the manufacture of the component, including
transportation costs as described in paragraph (1) of this definition,
plus allocable overhead costs, but excluding profit. Cost of components
does not include any costs associated with the manufacture of the
construction material.
Domestic construction material means—
(1) For construction material that does not consist wholly or
predominantly of iron or steel or a combination of both-

(i) An unmanufactured construction material mined or
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produced in the United States; or
(i) A construction material manufactured in the United
States, if—

(A) The cost of its components mined, produced, or
manufactured in the United States exceeds 55 percent of the cost of all
its components. Components of foreign origin of the same class or kind
for which non-availability determinations have been made are treated as
domestic. Components of unknown origin are treated as foreign; or

(B) The construction material is a COTS item; or

(2) For construction material that consists wholly or predominantly of
iron or steel or a combination of both, a construction material
manufactured in the United States if the cost of foreign iron and steel
constitutes less than 5 percent of the cost of all components used in
such construction material. The cost of foreign iron and steel includes
but is not limited to the cost of foreign iron or steel mill products
(such as bar, billet, slab, wire, plate, or sheet), castings, or
forgings utilized in the manufacture of the construction material and a
good faith estimate of the cost of all foreign iron or steel components
excluding COTS fasteners. Iron or steel components of unknown origin are
treated as foreign. If the construction material contains multiple
components, the cost of all the materials used in such construction
material is calculated in accordance with the definition of "cost of
components".

Fastener means a hardware device that mechanically joins or
affixes two or more objects together. Examples of fasteners are nuts,
bolts, pins, rivets, nails, clips, and screws.

Foreign construction material means a construction material other
than a domestic construction material.

Foreign iron and steel means iron or steel products not produced
in the United States. Produced in the United States means that all
manufacturing processes of the iron or steel must take place in the
United States, from the initial melting stage through the application of
coatings, except metallurgical processes involving refinement of steel
additives. The origin of the elements of the iron or steel is not
relevant to the determination of whether it is domestic or foreign.

Predominantly of iron or steel or a combination of both means that
the cost of the iron and steel content exceeds 50 percent of the total

cost of all its components. The cost of iron and steel is the cost of
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the iron or steel mill products (such as bar, billet, slab, wire, plate,
or sheet), castings, or forgings utilized in the manufacture of the
product and a good faith estimate of the cost of iron or steel
components excluding COTS fasteners.

Steel means an alloy that includes at least 50 percent iron,
between 0.02 and 2 percent carbon, and may include other elements.
"United States" means the 50 States, the District of Columbia, and

outlying areas.

(b) Domestic preference.

(1) This clause implements 41 U.S.C.chapter 83, Buy American, by
providing a preference for domestic construction material. In accordance
with 41 U.S.C. 1907, the domestic content test of the Buy American
statute is waived for construction material that is a COTS item, except
that for construction material that consists wholly or predominantly of
iron or steel or a combination of both, the domestic content test is
applied only to the iron and steel content of the construction
materials, excluding COTS fasteners. (See FAR 12.505(a)(2)). The
Contractor shall use only domestic construction material in performing
this contract, except as provided in paragraphs (b)(2) and (b)(3) of
this clause.

(2) This requirement does not apply to information technology
that is a commercial item or to the construction materials or components
listed by the Government as follows:

(3) The Contracting Officer may add other foreign
construction material to the list in paragraph (b)(2) of this clause if
the Government determines that-

when the cost of such material exceeds the cost of foreign material by
more than 20 percent;

(i) The application of the restriction of the Buy
American statute to a particular construction material would be
impracticable or inconsistent with the public interest; or

(i) The construction material is not mined, produced,
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or manufactured in the United States in sufficient and reasonably
available commercial quantities of a satisfactory quality.
(c) Request for determination of inapplicability of the Buy

American statute.

(i) Any Contractor request to use foreign construction material in
accordance with paragraph (b)(3) of this clause shall include adequate

information for Government evaluation of the request, including-

(A) A description of the foreign and domestic construction materials;
(B) Unit of measure;
(C) Quantity;
(D) Price;
(E) Time of delivery or availability;
(F) Location of the construction project;
(G) Name and address of the proposed
supplier; and
(H) A detailed justification of the reason for use
of foreign construction materials cited in accordance with paragraph
(b)(3) of this clause.
(ii) A request based on unreasonable cost shall include
a reasonable survey of the market and a completed price comparison table
in the format in paragraph (d) of this clause.
(iii) The price of construction material shall include
all delivery costs to the construction site and any applicable duty
(whether or not a duty-free certificate may be issued).
(iv) Any Contractor request for a determination
submitted after contract award shall explain why the Contractor could
not reasonably foresee the need for such determination and could not
have requested the determination before contract award. If the
Contractor does not submit a satisfactory explanation, the Contracting

1. Purpose. This instruction implements the management
requirements for Weight Handling Equipment (WHE) used at Naval
Support Activity Crane (NSA Crane) in accordance with
references (a) through (i).

2. Cancellation. NSACRANEINST 11262.1
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3. Scope. This instruction applies to NSA Crane and all tenant
commands. It applies to contractors to the extent referenced in

contract documents.

4. Discussion and Definitions. Different types of WHE have
been grouped by the Naval Facilities Engineering Command
(NAVFAC) Navy Crane Center (NAVCRANECEN) to assist each Navy
Shore Command in the management of its WHE resources. Commands
conducting WHE operations are tasked with the proper
implementation and application of references (a) through (i)
within their Area Of Responsibility (AOR). Groups of applicable
WHE are listed by category below for definition, clarity and to
identify points of contact based on areas of assigned WHE
responsibility:

a. Category (CAT) 1. Cranes and structures in this category
of WHE are procured, maintained, repaired, inspected, weight
tested, and certified by the NAVFAC Midwest Public Works
Department (NAVFAC MW PWD Crane). All work and certifications
will be performed in accordance with the requirements of
references (a) through (i). WHE in this category will also be
certified as operational in accordance with the requirements of
reference (b) and (c). Operators of CAT 1 cranes will be
qualified and licensed by the NAVFAC MW PWD Crane license
examiner and in accordance with references (a) through (c).

(1) Portal Cranes

(2) Hammerhead Cranes

(3) Locomotive Cranes

(4) Derricks

(5) Floating Cranes

(6) Tower Cranes

(7) Container Cranes

(8) Mobile Cranes (except those indicated as CAT 4)
(9) Aircraft Crash Cranes

(10) Mobile Boat Hoists (including self propelled & towed
types)
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(11) Rubber-tired Gantry Cranes

b. Category 2 and 3. Cranes and structures in this category of
WHE may be located at various locations throughout NSA Crane AOR
and operated by personnel from different organizations. NAVFAC
MW PWD Crane is responsible for the approval of procurement
prior to the purchase of any WHE, the annual inspection of,
weight testing of, inventory, and certification of all WHE in
these categories. To enhance safety, and to ensure supervisors
and crane operators and riggers are trained and licensed in
accordance with the training guidelines in reference (a), the
cooperation and assistance, as may be required, of all tenant
commands utilizing WHE in their operations, will be necessary
and is essential to the success of the WHE program at NSA Crane.
Operators of the following CAT 2 & cab operated CAT 3 cranes
will be qualified and licensed. In addition, operators of non-
cab operated Cat 3 cranes & portable floor cranes must possess a
current “User’s Card” issued by NAVFAC MW, PWD Crane. The
“User’s Card” will be valid for three years and be reissued upon
completion of the refresher training course.

(1) Overhead Traveling Cranes

(2) Gantry Cranes (rail-mounted)

(3) Wall Cranes

(4) Jib Cranes

(5) Pillar Cranes

(6) Pillar Jib Cranes

(7) Monorails and Associated Hoists
(8) Fixed Overhead Hoists

(9) Portable A-frames and portable gantries with
permanently installed hoist.

(10) Pedestal-Mounted Commercial Boom Assemblies (fixed
length and telescoping types) attached to stake trucks,
trailers, flatbeds, or railcars, or stationary mounted to piers,
etc., with Original Equipment Manufacturer (OEM) rated
capacities less than 2,000 pounds. Operators of these cranes
will be licensed in accordance with the requirements of
paragraph 1.3.1 of reference (a).
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Note: Cranes listed above with rated capacities of 20,000
pounds or greater are CAT 2.

Note: Cranes with rated capacity of less than 20,000 are CAT 3.

¢. Category 4. Cranes and structures in this category of
WHE are procured, maintained, repaired, inspected, weight
tested, and certified by NAVFAC MW PWD Crane in accordance with
the requirements of references (a) through (c). Operators of
the following cranes will be qualified and licensed:

(1) Commercial Truck-Mounted Cranes

(2) Truck/Railcar-Mounted Articulating Boom Cranes,
including ammunition handling truck/cranes with category code 0704.

(3) Pedestal-Mounted Commercial Boom Assemblies (fixed
length & telescoping types) attached to stake trucks, trailers,
flatbeds, railcars, or stationary mounted to piers, etc., with
OEM rated capacities of 2,000 pounds and greater.

Note: Commercial truck mounted cranes (described by ASME B30.5)
and articulating boom cranes (described by ASME B30.22) of all
capacities are CAT 4 cranes and require a licensed operator even
if the cranes are down rated for administrative purposes.

Note: Types of the following two groups of WHE, as listed under
d. and e., may be located at different locations throughout the
NSA Crane AOR and used by personnel from different organizations
or commands. Cooperation and assistance of the various user
organizations will be necessary to ensure that all weight
handling operations at NSA Crane are conducted in compliance
with applicable safety standards.

d. Crane Rigging Gear. No procurement of any rigging gear is
to be accomplished without prior written authorization from the
local PWD for each piece of rigging gear. The inspection,
testing, and the documentation of the testing of the following
portable WHE rigging gear is the responsibility of the local
accountable activity’s servicing PWD.

Rigging gear includes:

(1) Rigging gear (slings, shackles, eyebolts, swivel
hoist rings, links, rings, turnbuckles, insulated links, etc.).
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(2) Crane structures.
(3) Container spreaders

(4) Portable load indicators (dynamometers, load cells,
crane scales etc.).

(5) Below the hook lifting devices as identified in
ASME B30.20.

e. Miscellaneous Weight Handling Equipment.
No procurement of any miscellaneous weight handling equipment is
to be accomplished without prior written authorization from the
local PWD for each piece of miscellaneous weight handling
equipment. The inspection, testing, and documentation of the
testing of the following miscellaneous weight handling equipment
is the responsibility of the local accountable activity’s
servicing PWD. All operators of equipment listed under
Miscellaneous Weight Handling Equipment must possess a current
CAT 3 “User’s Card”. Operators of portable floor cranes will
receive training.

Miscellaneous weight handling equipment includes:
(1) Portable Chain Falls

(2) Portable manual and powered hoists. These are manual
and powered hoists that are mounted by means of an upper hook
(the source of power, air, electric, or manual, is irrelevant).

(3) Portable A-Frames, Portable Floor Cranes, and
Portable Gantries used for general lifting. When used with
permanently installed hoists this equipment is considered to be CAT
2 or 3 cranes.

F

(4) Cranes and Hoists procured with, integral to, and
used solely in support of larger machine systems, such as
milling machines, press brakes, etc.

(5) All reference (a) Section 14 rigging gear, equipment,
and other miscellaneous WHE.

f. Ordnance Handling Equipment (OHE). OHE is specifically-
designated equipment used for assembling, disassembling,
handling, transporting, lifting, positioning, rotating, or
containing conventional weapons, ammunition, explosives, and
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related components. Ordnance handling operations shall be
conducted per reference (h) and any additional local guidance.

g. Contracting Officer. For purposes of this instruction, the
term “Contracting Officer” includes warranted contracting
officers of Host and Tenant Commands and individual bankcard
holders.

5. Policy. NSA Crane policy emphasizes safe operation of WHE
by accomplishment of required inspections, tests, certifications
by competent persons, and assignment of trained and qualified
operators and supervisors prior to each weight handling task in
accordance with references (a) through (i). It is NSA Crane
policy to obtain WHE that meets the safety and reliability
criteria established by the Navy Crane Center and Occupational
Safety and Health standards (OSHA).

6. Action

a. NSA Crane Tenant Activity Directors will:

(1) Ensure that certifying officials have been appointed
and designated in writing by their Commanding Officer or Officer
In Charge to manage WHE and coordinate as appropriate with
respect to Government owned WHE operated by the activity.

(2) Designate a WHE Program Manager for their command or
activity to track and ensure the requirements of reference (a)
through (i) are followed and to act as a liaison between their
command and the designated PWD WHE Program Manager.

(3) Ensure that all operators and supervisors of
operators and other personnel utilizing WHE in their AOR are
properly trained, qualified and competent in accordance with
requirements of reference (a) and this instruction.

(4) Ensure that all WHE under their cognizance is
maintained, inspected, tested, marked, and certified in
accordance with this instruction and references (a) through (i)
guidelines.

(5) Ensure that operational risk management (ORM)
procedures and all safety precautions have been taken prior to
operation or use of any WHE no matter how small in nature.
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(6) Request support from NAVFAC MW PWD Crane as
necessary to ensure compliance with WHE safety, reliability, and
inventory requirements.

(7) Notify NAVFAC MW PWD Crane for approval and
assistance in the purchase, installation, relocation,
alteration, disposal, etc., of WHE.

(8) Ensure organizational safety personnel are trained
and competent in regards to conducting internal safety and
requirements reviews for their organization pertaining to WHE.
When deficiencies are noted, they will record the deficiency as
a NAVOSH violation and notify the NAVFAC MW PWD Crane WHE Test
Director and Certifying Official to ensure the violation is
corrected.

(9) Ensure refresher training is provided to any
operator:

(a) Involved in an accident or near-miss incident
involving WHE. The WHE license will also be revoked until
retrained.

(b) Observed operating the WHE in an unsafe manner.
The WHE License will be revoked until retrained.

(c) Whose license needs updated to include
additional WHE other than specified on license.

(10) Ensure that a Contractor Crane Oversight Plan
(CCOP) is in use, with concurrence from the host activity, to
ensure compliance with the requirements of reference (a) for
contractor crane operations.

b. Tenant WHE Activity Program Managers in conjunction with
the NSA PWD WHE Program Manager and local NAVFAC Safety Office,
will:

(1) Ensure safety within the WHE program and compliance
with all applicable SOP’s and instructions.

(2) Investigate all WHE related incidents in accordance
with reference (a) and (f), NAVFACMW WHE Incident and Accident
Investigation and Reporting Procedures. The activity that is
responsible for the weight handling operation at the time of the
accident shall initiate and submit the accident report to the
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Navy Crane Center as per Section 12 of ref(a) via the PWD WHE
Certifying Official.

(3) Provide safety management of the WHE Safety Program
including safety inspections, evaluations, risk assessments, and
audits.

(4) Review the WHE Safety Program at least annually.

c. NAVFAC MW PWD Crane will:

(1) NAVFAC MW PWD Crane shall implement and monitor the
program management functions for the Weight Handling Equipment
Program in the NSA Crane AOR.

(2) Establish and implement tools to monitor and track
all aspects of the WHE Program.

(3) Establish a list of activity WHE Program Managers
from each activity serviced by the PWD for the purpose of
accountability for all WHE operations conducted at NSA Crane.
Those designated will be responsible for their command,
department, or branch compliance with reference (a) regulations
and this instruction. The Weight Handling Equipment Activity
Program Managers shall be designated in writing by their
Commanding Officer or if they are a NAVFAC entity, by their
Public Works Officer.

(4) Ensure competent persons are trained and qualified
to be designated as WHE Certifying Officials.

(5) Ensure that Certifying Officials (including
alternates) are trained, qualified, and have been appointed in
writing by the NSA Crane Commanding Officer.

(6) Provide support as necessary for the training,
testing, documenting, and/or licensing of WHE Load Test
Directors, Inspectors, Mechanics, Electricians, Operators, WHE
Operation Supervisors, Riggers and signal persons to ensure safe
WHE operations are conducted in accordance with existing
regulatory requirements.

(7) Ensure that Cat 1-4 WHE annual condition
inspections, Cat 1 & 4 annual load tests, and Cat 2 & 3
quadrennial load tests, are accomplished using two separate
properly trained and certified personnel in the Test Director
and Inspector positions. Exceptions may be granted by the
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Certifying Official to have one Load Test Director/Inspector
certify a crane but he/she must be assisted by a licensed and/or
trained crane operator.

(8) Perform, or arrange for as necessary, the
inspection, testing, inventory, maintenance, and repair of WHE
as required for certification, safety, and/or optimization of
service life.

(9) Ensure that inspections, test, and maintenance of
WHE occur at the frequency established by references (a) through
(h) based on WHE type and operational use.

(10) Perform random monitoring of WHE and weight
handling operations as an additional means of verification that
required inspections of inventoried equipment are being
conducted.

(11) Ensure all WHE-related purchase requests, design
drawings, and/or specifications are reviewed and approved by the
appropriate NAVFAC MW PWD Crane personnel. Tenant Commands are
required to coordinate with NAVFAC MW PWD Crane for approval and
assistance in the purchase, installation, relocation,
alteration, disposal, etc., of WHE in their possession as per
paragraph 6.d. (7).

(12) Review and approve the installation, removal,
change of location, and/or planned alteration of WHE.

(13) Serve as the point of contact for the NAVCRANCEN in
all matters affecting Government owned WHE; including seeking
approval for alteration to OEM design.

(14) Support all NSA Crane and tenant requests for
inspection, test, and/or certification of Government owned WHE.

(15) Coordinate with NAVFACMW Safety and PWD and Tenant
Activity WHE program personnel to document all WHE related
mishap investigations (including near misses) and reporting,
including notification and reporting to the NAVFAC Midwest Core
BSVE, and to the NAVCRANCEN in accordance with reference (a).
Encl (8) will be utilized to report near misses.

(16) Ensure that all lockout and tagout procedures are
adhered to and that all WHE Test Directors, Inspectors,
Mechanics, and Electricians are trained regarding the potential
hazards of hidden energy.
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(17) Ensure that Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs)
for WHE are established and available for review as required by
reference (a).

{(18) Ensure that the OEM manuals for all cranes are
available and maintained.

(19) All WHE covered by NAVFAC P-307 that is serviced
by NAVFAC, shall be reported on a quarterly basis to NAVFAC
Midwest, BSVE CORE. This will be accomplished by the use of an
excel spreadsheet that will include a full inventory and status
of all WHE, to include serial numbers of all rigging gear and
WHE, status (active, inactive, pending, missing or lost),
certification expiration date, status of certification, date of
certification, etc. If lost or missing the report will include
an explanation from the command WHE POC along with comments from
local PWD WHE personnel on how and why the item was either lost,
stolen, missing and any corrective actions taken. Upon receipt
of WHE for recertification all rigging gear and applicable WHE
will be signed out to the command WHE POC via a NAVSUP Form 1149
(Encl 7) which will include a brief description of all item(s)
serial numbers, and number of items issued, e.g., 12, 5 ton
Crosby shackles inventory number(s) 0001-0012 etc.

(20) The PWD WHE Program Manager, on behalf of the host
activity, will coordinate the development and approval of a
Contractor Crane Oversight Plan (CCOP) for each activity on the
installation.

(a) Host and Tenant Command WHE Operations Managers
and Supervisors and their respective Contracting Officers have
oversight responsibility at each activity for crane and other
WHE operations conducted by non-Governmental contracted
commercial service suppliers and material vendors as per
paragraph 6.g.(2) and P-307 1.7.2. These responsibilities will
be met by utilizing a Contractor Crane Oversight Plan (CCOP)
that has been developed with the concurrence of the Host
Activity.

(21) Conduct inspections of the NSA Crane Public Works
Department Contractor Crane Oversight Program and conduct onsite
inspections as necessary.

d. NAVFAC MW PWD Crane Certifying Officials will (based on
AOQR) :

10
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(1) Designate in writing an adequate number of
technically competent Load Test Directors & Condition Inspectors
to schedule and conduct inspections and tests of WHE requiring
certification.

(2) Ensure that designated inspection and test personnel
are trained and qualified in accordance with references (a)
through (i) and are fully familiar with test and inspection
guidelines and criteria for certifiable WHE.

(3) Ensure that a Certification of Load Test and
Condition Inspection form (when required) is completed and
signed by a Test Director and Inspector(s) prior to his or her
signature.

(4) Ensure WHE assigned for ammunition and explosives
operations is maintained and certified per reference (c).

(5) Ensure that individual WHE history files are updated
after each inspection, test, repair, and/or maintenance
activity.

(6) Ensure that each WHE-related document and record is
maintained on file for the period of time set forth for the type
or category of equipment by references (a) through (i).

(7) Ensure that WHE history files are centrally located
and available for inspection and review by compliance
authorities.

(8) Establish an inventory program that can be used to
document certification and OEM specifications of new WHE prior
to use.

(9) Design an inventory and certification status program
that is capable of identifying the due date for inspection and
test of WHE based on references (a) through (i) guidelines. The
program should also identify what interim certification (if any)
is required, based on recorded events of WHE repair, alteration,
or relocation. Coordinate this inventory with the Public Works
Business Line (PWBL) core Specialty Inspection Coordinator to
ensure consistent process across the NAVFAC MW AOR.

(10) Randomly inspect checklists and deficiency reports
of WHE under his or her area of responsibility to ensure that
work practices are enhancing the optimum service life of
equipment.

11
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(11) Direct the random inspection of WHE in the field by
Test Directors or Condition Inspectors to determine if the
equipment is safe to operate based on records, hands on
inspection, and check of operator license if required.

(12) Direct the random inspection of WHE operations by
Test Directors or Condition Inspectors to observe if weight-
handling processes are conducted in a safe and efficient manner
by qualified Crane Teams based on Operational Risk Management
(ORM) procedures and within OEM marked or labeled
specifications.

{13) Ensure that the specific training, test, and
inspection requirements for certification of explosive WHE are
adhered to as set forth in reference (c).

(14) Review requests for purchase of WHE to insure that
OEM specifications meet or exceed NAVCRANCEN safety and
operational handling requirements prior to purchase approval.

(15) As requested, provide safety management support to
serviced organization managers who use crane rigging gear and
miscellaneous WHE during weight handling operations.

(16) Provide for the qualifying, testing, and licensing
of serviced organization operators, first line supervisors and
riggers as required by reference (a) for certain categories of
WHE .

(17) Verify that lock-out/tag-out procedures are
available for each type of WHE based on OEM documentation and
references (a) through (i).

e. NAVFAC MW PWD Crane Load Test Directors/Condition
Inspectors will:

(1) Maintain control, responsibility, and scheduling of
assigned WHE for maintenance and repair, conducting load test
and condition inspection, and record results in accordance with
references (a) through (i) requirements. All NAVFAC MW PWD
Crane weight handling, rigging, electrical, and mechanical
inspectors maintain a complete inventory listing in an
electronic format of all weight handling equipment they are
responsible for certifying, to include chain hoists, rigging and
slings; that an annual visual inspection and verification of
each item in the database is conducted; and that the applicable

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NAVFAC MW PWD Crane Certifying Official approves the results of
that inventory in writing. Coordinate this inventory with the
NAVFAC MW PWD Crane core Specialty Inspection Coordinator to
ensure consistent procegs across the NAVFAC MW PWD Crane AOR.

(2) Supervise completion of a Certification of Load Test
and Condition Inspection form on each WHE under test and
inspection and assign qualified personnel as necessary to
complete the certification task.

(3) Ensure all forms are completed and signed prior to
giving to the Certifying Official for review and signature.

(4) Ensure that the tested and inspected WHE is marked
or tagged accordingly, based on load test and condition
inspection results.

(5) Submit the necessary paperwork for correction of
identified maintenance or compliance deficiencies.

(6) Ensure that support personnel assigned to the
certification process are trained and qualified in accordance
with reference (a) requirements.

(7) Take action on deficiencies submitted on the Crane
Operator’s Daily Checklist (ODCL), Encl (6), as necessary.

(8) Verify that OEM manuals are available for each piece
of WHE during history file update.

(9) Insure that lock-out/tag-out procedures are being
used for each type of WHE based on OEM documentation and

references (a) through (i).

f. WHE Operations Supervisors will:

(1) Ensure that WHE operators are trained, qualified,
and licensed on the egquipment and operational reqguirements
common to the weight handling operation.

(2) Ensure that OEM manuals for WHE under their
cognizance are available and used in training Operators and

available at each crane location.

(3) Ensure that operators requiring licenses maintain
proof on their person for review by higher authority.

13
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(4) Follow the requirements in reference (a) in the
event of a mishap. The supervisor shall review the situation and
take any further emergency action, including stopping production
work -or other operations that could aggravate the situation. The
supervisor shall notify management personnel as well as the
activity safety office.

(5) Review the signed Operator Daily Checklist (ODCL)
(Enclosure (3)) to determine status of the WHE to verify
completeness of operator’s inspection and/or take action on
equipment deficiencies by submitting ODCL and comments to the
Load Test Director or Condition Inspector for action.

(6) Ensure that any change in status or unsatisfactory
condition of a specific WHE is documented on the ODCL and
forwarded to the Certifying Official in accordance with
reference (a) for action.

(7) Develop special instructions and training as may be
necessary for safety devices as approved by the cognizant
Certifying Official and Mission Safety.

(8) Ensure that maintenance or repair of WHE is not
accomplished without instituting the energy lockout/tagout
procedure.

(9) Satisfy training requirements associated with the
operation of CAT 1 through CAT 4 WHE, as applicable. Ensure that
operators and riggers of CAT 1 through 4 WHE attend applicable
required WHE safety courses.

(10) Ensure all slings, ropes, straps, etc. that are not
properly tagged and identified, or are out of certification

date, are removed from service.

g. Operators/Riggers of WHE and Multipurpose Machines shall:

(1) Be trained, qualified, and licensed as required by
reference (a), (d), and this instruction, to operate and handle
the applicable WHE prior to commencement of a weight-handling
task. When required utilize hand signals as outlined in Encl
(5).

{(2) Conduct pre-operational checks (ODCL) of assigned
equipment on each shift prior to making a lift including
applicable ORM requirements.

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(3) Report any unsatisfactory equipment item to the
supervisor upon completion of check.

(4) Follow reference (a) in the event of a mishap or
near miss.

(5) Use weight handling equipment only for its intended
work purpose. All other use is prohibited.

(6) Prepare a critical lift plan when required by
reference (a).

(7) Ensure all slings, ropes, straps, etc. that are not
properly tagged and identified, or are out of certification
date, are removed from sexrvice.

h. Contractor Operated Cranes (and Multi-Purpose Machines,
Material Handling Equipment (Forklifts), and Construction
Equipment When Used as Cranes to Lift Suspended Loads) and
Rigging Equipment in Weight Handling Operations:

(1) Tenant Command WHE Program and Operations Managers
and Supervisors and their respective Contracting Officers, as
well as anyone else who is responsible for sponsoring crane
access to the installation, have oversight responsibility at
- each activity for crane and other WHE operations conducted by
non-Governmental contracted commercial service suppliers and
material vendors as per paradgraph 6.g.(2) and P-307 1.7.2.
Responsibilities include providing oversight of contractor
accident investigations and corrective actions. The contracting
officer or their representative shall provide the Navy Crane
Center and host activity a copy of every accident report,
regardless of severity, upon receipt from the contractor.

(2) Prior to permitting the use of any contractor
operated cranes onboard NSA, the entity responsible for
sponsoring crane access to the installation shall utilize the
CCOP to ensure that:

(a) All operations are in compliance with the
regulatory requirements of references (a) through (f).

(b) All cranes have a completed Certificate of
Compliance (COC), Encl (3), posted on the crane in a
conspicuous area to be viewable at all times whether the
equipment is in operation or not. The activity Contracting
Officer’s Representative, or individual who is responsible for
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sponsoring crane access to the facility shall sign the P-2
Contractor Crane Or Rigging Operation Checklist and copies of
the P-2 shall be kept on file for one year.

(c) Designated operators, as listed on the WHE
certificate of compliance, are trained and qualified to operate
the equipment.

(d) Operators have been instructed not to bypass
safety devices during lifting operations.

(e) Operators, riggers, and company officials are
aware of actions required in the event of a weight handling
accident.

(f) No contractor crane or alternate machine is to
be operated on Navy property without a Certificate Of Compliance
(COC) posted on it. The COC is a requirement for any contracted
work utilizing cranes (and multi-purpose machines, material
handling equipment, construction equipment used to lift loads
suspended by rigging gear) and for all rigging equipment
used in weight handling operations at a naval activity.

i. NAVFAC MW PWD Crane Facilities Engineering and
Acquisition Division (FEAD) will:

(1) Submit to the local PWD WHE Certifying Official the
product information or specification sheets of all WHE and
rigging gear for review and approval prior to the finalization
of any project design and prior to being procured or installed
by contract.

(2) FEAD personnel ensure the contracting officer
includes the minimum requirements of P-307 paragraph 1.7.2 and
1.7.2.1 for contractor cranes in contracts, and ensure
compliance with contract requirements.

(3) Provide safety and health oversight and inspection
for all PWD contractor weight handling operations at NSA Crane
construction sites. '

(a) Provide oversight on all PWD construction
contractor WHE operations, to include; the use of multi-purpose
machines i.e. forklifts and construction equipment, as outlined
in references (a) and (d), when used in a crane like
configuration to lift suspended loads; the use of rigging
equipment in WHE operations; mishap investigations and
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corrective actions taken by a contractor executing FEAD
administered contracts as per reference (a) and this
instruction.

(b) Ensure that a PWD Contractor Crane Oversight
Plan (CCOP) enclosure (2) is reviewed and in place so that it
ensures compliance with the contractor requirements of reference

(a) .

(c) Carry out the requirements of the CCOP by
monitoring and inspecting all PWD contractor WHE operations,
Multi Purpose Machines, and required certificates of compliance
as per reference (a). The P-1 Certificate of Compliance shall be
posted in a conspicuous area to be viewable at all times whether
the equipment is in operation or not. The FEAD Contracting
Officer’s Representative shall sign the P-2 Contractor Crane Or
Rigging Operation Checklist and copies of the P-2 shall be kept
on file for one year.

7. This instruction will be reviewed annually by the NSA PWD WHE
Program Manager to ensure currency with all applicable guidance

and regulations.

(j) P.L. 104-52 of 19 Nov 95

1. Purpose. To provide policy and program guidance, per
references (a) through (j), for the control and reduction of
tobacco use within the Department of the Navy (DON). This
instruction is a complete revision and should be reviewed in its
entirety.

2. Cancellation. SECNAVINST 5100.13D.

3. Definitions

a. DON Facility. Any interior space owned, leased or
controlled by DON, including any Navy or Marine Corps space,
building, facility, floating unit, aircraft or vehicle.

b. Environmental Tobacco Smoke (ETS). Also referred to as
“secondhand” or “passive” smoke. Exhaled/side-streamed smoke
emitted from smokers, burning cigarettes, cigars, pipe tobacco,
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and other tobacco products. Per references (a) and (b), ETS is a
major source of harmful indoor air pollution designated a “Class
A” carcinogen by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and
known to cause respiratory illness and heart disease.

c. Tobacco Products. 1Includes the use of smoking (e.g.,
cigarettes, cigars, pipes) and smokeless tobacco (e.g., spit,
plug, leaf, snuff, dip, chew).

d. Residue. By-products of tobacco use (e.g., butts,
ashes, matches, product wrappings, spit, spit cups).

e. Minor. Anyone under 18 years of age.

4. Applicability

a. All DON military and civilian personnel, including
appropriated and non-appropriated fund employees as well as
family members, visitors, volunteers, or contractors, while in
DON spaces. (Note: Representatives of bargaining unit
employees must be notified and provided an opportunity to
bargain when conditions of employment are impacted. Servicing
Human Resources Offices will provide assistance and guidance.)

b. Marine Corps guidance may be obtained from Commandant of
the Marine Corps (CMC (MPO-37)).

c. Does not cancel or supersede other instructions where
tobacco is controlled because of fire, explosive, or other
safety considerations.

5. Background

a. Tobacco use is the single largest cause of preventable
premature mortality in the United States among adults. Smoking-
related health care and productivity loss cost the Department of
Defense (DoD) nearly a billion dollars each year. Cigarette
smoking may cause heart disease, several kinds of cancer (lung,
larynx, esophagus, pharynx, mouth and bladder) and chronic lung
disease. It also contributes to cancer of the pancreas, kidney,
and cervix. Cigar use may cause cancer of the larynx, mouth,
esophagus and lungs.
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b. Involuntary exposure to tobacco smoke has been shown to
cause cancer, lung and heart disease in healthy nonsmokers.
Because of these findings, the EPA has classified ETS as a known
human-lung carcinogen or “Group A” carcinogen under EPA’s
Carcinogen Classification System. Additionally, smokeless
tobacco residue (from spitting into open containers, waste
baskets, or on the ground) presents an unsanitary condition. As
saliva is a culture medium for infectious organisms, it poses a
risk to those nearby. Exposure to ETS is preventable.

c. Tobacco use in any form is addictive; and no form of
tobacco other than cigarettes, including smokeless tobacco, are
safe alternatives to cigarettes. The use of smokeless tobacco
may cause a number of serious oral health conditions and
problems, including cancer of the mouth and gums, periodontitis,
tooth loss, and thus loss of medical readiness.

d. Tobacco use is associated with higher absenteeism,
diminished motor and perceptual skill, and poor endurance. The
smoking of tobacco adversely affects low-light and night vision,
respiratory capacity and wound-healing rates, and contributes to
the risk of cold-related injuries, including frostbite.
Additionally, statistics for tobacco users demonstrate higher
accident rates than non-tobacco users.

e. Because the health of tobacco users is adversely
affected and because the health of all personnel must be
protected by providing a safe, healthy, and non-polluted
workplace, DON’s vision is to be tobacco free.

6. Tobacco-Use Policy

a. DON’s Objectives and Policy

(1) Reduce tobacco use, prevent tobacco product use
initiation, reduce non-users’ exposure to ETS and residue,
promote quitting, and establish tobacco-free facilities.

(2) Provide tobacco users with the encouragement and
professional assistance needed to quit.

(3) Improve personnel health and maintain a high state
of military readiness.
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(4) Ensure a safe, healthy, and unpolluted working,
living and tobacco-free environment.

b. DON Military Personnel Tobacco Use. Per references (c)
and (d), when walking from point to point while in uniform, it
is inappropriate and detracts from military smartness for
personnel to be smoking or using tobacco products. Tobacco use
is only permitted in designated tobacco use areas.

c. Tobacco Breaks. Time spent for tobacco use (while on
duty) shall occur only during approved break periods that will
be designated by supervisors based on staffing and per Federal
law, personnel policy, and union contracts. Break periods for
tobacco users will be the same as for non-users. Should
conflicts arise between the rights of tobacco users and non-
tobacco users, the right to a tobacco-free space shall prevail.
Tobacco use is prohibited during time authorized for physical
fitness, training and conditioning.

d. Smokeless Tobacco. Smokeless tobacco is not a safe
alternative to smoking. It is no more or less acceptable than
smoking. Smokeless tobacco use is only permitted in designated
tobacco use areas. Where smokeless tobacco use is permitted,
tobacco spit shall be held in containers with sealing lids to
prevent odor and accidental spills. Tobacco spit and residue
shall be disposed of in a sanitary manner which prevents public
exposure.

e. Designated Tobacco-Use Areas. Established not to
encourage tobacco use, but rather to provide a location where
others are not exposed to ETS and residue, all tobacco use areas
shall prominently display tobacco use warnings and availability
of tobacco cessation programs. Since ETS is classified as a
“potential Class A carcinogen,” exposure to ETS and residue
shall be reduced to the lowest possible concentration. Residue
of all tobacco products will only be discharged in non-
combustible containers provided for that purpose and should be
available in all designated tobacco use areas. Per this policy,
use of tobacco products is prohibited in all DON-controlled
spaces, except as noted below.
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(1) Individual Living Quarters Ashore

(a) Designated tobacco use areas may be permitted in
individually assigned family and Bachelor Quarters (BQs) and
lodging (includes both Permanent Change of Station (PCS) and
Temporary Additional Duty (TEMADD) facility rooms), provided
these individual housing units are not served by a common
Heating, Ventilation, Air Conditioning (HVAC) system.

(b) If tobacco use areas are designated in housing
units, Commanding Officers (COs) must designate sufficient
tobacco-free quarters for tobacco-free Service members to
prevent involuntary exposure to ETS and residue.

(c) Tobacco use is prohibited in common spaces of
individual living quarters.

(2) Multiple Housing Units

(a) Designated tobacco use areas may be permitted in
multiple housing units (e.g., family housing apartment
complexes, BQs, Navy Lodges, lodging (includes both PCS and
TEMADD facility rooms)), provided the designated tobacco use
areas are separately ventilated and exhaust directly to the
outdoors away from common points of facility entry/egress, and
not in front of air intake ducts. This determination shall be
made by the CO with assistance from the responsible
environmental engineer.

(b) Tobacco use is prohibited in lodges served by a
common HVAC system. Lodges not served by a common HVAC system
will make every effort to accommodate tobacco users. Non-
tobacco-using travelers can be issued a certificate of non-
availability when non-tobacco designated rooms are not
available. This will prevent involuntary exposure to ETS and
residue for non-tobacco users.

(c) Tobacco use is prohibited in common spaces of
multiple housing units.

(3) Morale, Welfare, and Recreation (MWR) Facilities

(a) Tobacco use is prohibited when MWR activities/
facilities share the same HVAC systems with housing/BQ units.
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Where HVAC is separate, tobacco use is prohibited unless
explicitly authorized by the CO, after consideration of base
environmental engineer recommendations following a review of the
ventilation system plans and site.

(b) Tobacco use in stand-alone MWR facilities is
likewise prohibited, unless specifically authorized by the CO,
after consideration of base environmental engineer recommendations
following a review of the ventilation system plans and site.

(c) Indoor designated tobacco-use areas shall be
enclosed and must exhaust directly to the outside (away from air
intakes) and maintained at a negative pressure sufficient to
contain tobacco smoke in designated areas.

(d) Tobacco use area selection will not be based
upon the convenience of tobacco users, but upon factors which
prevent involuntary exposure to ETS, residue, and the pollution
of surrounding areas.

(4) Surface Ships. As safety and operational
requirements permit, COs may designate one or more weather deck
spaces of surface ships as tobacco use areas. If weather deck

spaces are not available due to ship configuration or
operational considerations, the CO may designate one or more
normally unmanned spaces within the skin of the ship as tobacco
use areas, provided the spaces designated are designed to vent

directly to the outside atmosphere. An environmental engineer
should assist the CO in identifying spaces aboard the ship which
do not recirculate ETS. Though they may meet ventilation

requirements, the following spaces will not be used as smoking
areas: work spaces, watch stations, berthing areas, lounges,
messing areas, libraries, ready rooms, exercise areas, medical
areas, spaces in which computing and electronics gear is
present, and spaces in which tobacco is prohibited for other
safety considerations.

(5) Submarines. Tobacco-use areas may be designated
aboard submarines following the guidance of reference (e).
These spaces must be well ventilated and not in the vicinity of
stationary watch stations. Berthing spaces, messes, lounges,
and exercise areas shall not be designated as tobacco use areas.
The number of smoking tobacco users authorized to use a
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designated tobacco use area at one time shall be limited by the
clearance capacity of the ventilation system.

(6) Other Tobacco-Use Areas. Tobacco use areas not
described above may be designated based on operational needs and
public visibility. Areas shall be outdoors, away from common
points of facility entry/egress, not in front of buildings or
air intake ducts, and provide a measure of protection from the
elements such as existing awnings and covered areas. The
distance from building entry/egress which tobacco users must
maintain is to be determined by the CO and must be at least 50
feet from any building entrance. Proximity to areas used by
other personnel (e.g., sidewalks, walkways, picnic tables)
should be considered when designating tobacco use areas. This
policy does not require funds be expended to provide, construct,
or maintain sheltered, outdoor tobacco use areas.

7. Promotional Programs. DON components shall not participate
with manufacturers or distributors of tobacco products in
promotional programs, activities, or contests aimed primarily at
Service members, except as noted in references (f) and (qg). Per
reference (h), DON components shall not allow the advertising of
tobacco products. Base commanders and senior enlisted leaders
are encouraged to emphasize the benefits of a tobacco-free
lifestyle in base publications and otherwise.

8. Solicitation/Acceptance of Free Tobacco Products. Per
references (i), solicitation or acceptance of free tobacco
products is prohibited while in an official capacity.

9. Cigarette Sales to Minors and Sampling of Tobacco Products.

Per reference (j), the sale of tobacco products in vending
machines located in DON-controlled spaces is prohibited.

Tobacco products shall not be sold to minors and the free
distribution of tobacco products from organizations or
businesses is prohibited.

10. Professional Assistance. Tobacco cessation is not the
cessation of a habit, but rather the treatment of an addiction.
Access to tobacco treatment should be as easy as purchasing
tobacco products. Referral for treatment for tobacco users is
highly encouraged. Military Treatment Facilities (MTFs), Fleet
and Family Service Centers, and Marine Corps Community Services
shall provide current tobacco use information, cessation
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encouragement, and professional assistance to those wishing to
stop using tobacco. Where professional assistance is not
immediately available, or when such assistance is beyond the
capability of the facility, referral assistance shall be
provided. Care must be taken to encourage tobacco cessation
without coercion for personnel to enter these programs.

11. Action. A user of tobacco products is not the Navy’s
vision of a fit war-fighter. The Chief of Naval Operations
and the CMC are responsible for implementing policy and
program guidance in this instruction as follows:

a. Unit Commanders, COs, and Officers in Charge shall:

(1) ensure tobacco use is not part of our culture and
encourage a tobacco-free lifestyle.

(2) provide effective tobacco cessation at the command
level. Due to the addictive nature of tobacco, program emphasis
shall be on the primary prevention practices which motivate

personnel

to refrain from using tobacco products (i.e., explain

the health consequences of tobacco use through command-wide

training),
tobacco.

as well as encouraging users to quit all forms of
Anti-tobacco use education messages shall be provided to

all personnel. High-risk personnel, such as those with chronic
respiratory and cardiac conditions and those who are part of
special occupational groups, such as asbestos workers, shall
receive medical counseling about the added risks of smoking.

(3) create, by personal example and command climate, a
tobacco cessation program which supports abstinence and
discourages use of all tobacco products. Leaders are encouraged
to be tobacco free. Commands are encouraged to recognize the
success of those who are tobacco free.

(4) per references (f) and (g), include the following

topics at

all command indoctrinations and orientations, during

periodic health assessment, general military training for
all military and civilian personnel, and as an ongoing effort of

(a) Nicotine addiction and its negative impact on

(e) Availability of assistance to quit tobacco use.

(5) treat tobacco use as an addiction (like other
addictive substances).

(6) prohibit military and civilian staff members, at
initial entry and training programs, from using tobacco when in
the presence of students, recruits, officer candidates, and
midshipmen.

b. Navy (Commander, Naval Education and Training Command)
(NETC) and Marine Corps (Training and Education Command together
with Personal and Family Readiness Division (CMC(MR))) shall:

(1) develop and distribute standardized education and
training materials.

(2) encourage healthy lifestyle options in all basic,
intermediate, and senior level training and education.

(3) per references (f) and (g), ensure DON personnel
follow the provisions of tobacco product use during all training
points.

c. Chief, Bureau of Medicine and Surgery shall:

(1) make recommendations to DON regarding health
information and training regarding tobacco use and its adverse
effects.

(2) monitor tobacco-related medical research, tobacco
industry claims and marketing trends, and determine patterns of

use in military and civilian populations.

(3) provide tobacco cessation programs at all MTFs.
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(4) prohibit military personnel from using tobacco
products while in the presence of patients or while in uniform
when representing Navy Medicine.

(5) ensure health care providers at all medical and
dental facilities:

(a) Apply tobacco use cessation clinical practice
guidelines (CPGs).

(b) Inquire about the patient’s tobacco use
(including smokeless tobacco products) during routine physical
or dental examinations and advise tobacco users of the risks
associated with tobacco use, of the health benefits of quitting,
and where to obtain assistance in doing so.

(c) Advise all pregnant tobacco users of the health
risks to the fetus and where to obtain assistance to stop using
