Contractor shall develop and submit a Validation Plan (in contractor's format)
IAW DI-TMSS-81818 detailing the scope of the validation effort. The Validation
Plan shall be submitted electronically and support the validation effort of Technical
Manual (TM) 10- XXXX-XXX-12&P, Field Maintenance Manual Including Repair
Parts and Special Tools List for the ASF-RWS P1. It shall be delivered concurrent
with the initial submission of the TM (CDRL A006).

Upon receipt, the government will have seven (7)calendar days to review the
Validation Plan and accept or reject the contractor-proposed plan. Upon receipt of
government comments, the contractor will have seven (7) calendar days to
provide a revised submission for further government review.

Contractor shall develop and submit a Validation Report (in contractor's format) no
later than thirty (30) calendar days after the validation event IAW DI-SESS-
80792B. Upon receipt, the government will have fifteen (15) calendar days to
review the Validation Report and accept or reject the contractor-proposed report.
Upon receipt of government comments, the contractor will have seven (7)calendar
days to provide a revised submission for further government review.

Contractor shall provide a Validation Certificate in accordance with DI-
TMSS-81819A certifying that the TM is accurate and complete, and when
applicable, provides an indicator when some portion of the validation could not be
accomplished. The Validation Certificate shall be delivered with the Validation
Report.

Rejected submissions shall be returned to the contractor with government
comments for rewrite and will remain in draft status until approved by the
government. Upon receipt, the contractor will have fifteen (15) calendar days to
provide a revised submission for further government review.

All deliveries must be submitted electronically as an Adobe Acrobat PDF without
restrictions that would prevent the government from reproducing or editing the
information.

Definition - Data which the contractor must
develop for his internal use in performance of the primary
contracted effort and does not require any substantial change to
conform to Government requirements with regard to depth of content,
format, frequency of submittal, preparation, control, and quality of the
data item.

Estimated Price - Costs to be included under Group Ill are the
administrative and other expenses related to reproducing and
delivering such data item to the Government.

d. Group IV. Definition - Data which is developed by the
contractor as part of his normal operating procedures and his effort
in supplying these data to the Government is minimal.

Estimated Price - Group IV items should normally be shown on
the DD Form 1423 at no cost.
