1. DEDUCT 1.1 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE ROADWAY AND PARKING IMPROVEMENTS BEHIND
BUILDING 1, INCLUDING ALL IMPROVEMENTS EAST OF THE DEDUCT LINE SHOWN ON THE PLANS. THE
DEDUCT INCLUDES ALL DEMOLITION, PAVEMENT, DUMPSTER PADS, CURBING, UTILITY, LANDSCAPING
AND LIGHTING IMPROVEMENTS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE WITH THE COR TO DETERMINE
TIE IN LOCATIONS OF PROPOSED IMPROVEMENTS ALONG FREEDOM LANE AND NEAR PARKING LOT 1.

2. DEDUCT 1.2 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE LIGHTING IMPROVEMENTS ALONG QUARTERS ROAD

AT STATION 199+39. THE DEDUCT INCLUDES THE LIGHT POLE (1), FOUNDATION AND ALL ASSOCIATED
ELECTRICAL IMPROVEMENTS INCLUDING THE APPROX 100 LF OF ELECTRICAL WIRE.

3. DEDUCT 1.3 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE LANDSCAPE IMPROVEMENTS ALONG AREAS OF
FREEDOM LANE AND INDEPENDENCE LANE. THE DEDUCT DOES NOT INCLUDE THE REMOVAL OF THE
EXISTING TREES, WHICH SHALL REMAIN INCLUDED IN THE BASE BID AND COMPLETED REGARDLESS OF
THE REMOVAL OF DEDUCT 1.3. THE DEDUCT INCLUDES THE INSTALLATION OF SEVEN (7) TREES ALONG
THE EAST SIDE OF INDEPENDENCE LANE, IN FRONT OF BUILDINGS 9 AND 71, AS WELL AS THREE (3)
TREES ALONG THE WEST SIDE OF FREEDOM LANE, IN FRONT OF BUILDINGS 71 AND 71N.

4, DEDUCT 1.4 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE IMPROVEMENTS TO PARKING LOT 16. THE DEDUCT

INCLUDES THE MILL AND OVERLAY OF THE LOT, CONCRETE REPAIR WORK AND CONCRETE CURB AND
GUTTER REPLACEMENT ALONG THE NORTHWEST SIDE OF THE PARKING LOT. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
NOT INCLUDE THE PAINT STRIPING WITHIN THE DEDUCT. IF DEDUCT 1.4 IS REMOVED FROM PROJECT
SCOPE THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RESTRIPE EXISTING SPACES, AS CURRENTLY STRIPED. THE
CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE WITH THE COR TO DETERMINE TIE IN LOCATIONS OF PROPOSED

DEDUCT 2.3 REMOVES THE INSTALLATION OF THE SIDEWALK RUNNING EAST/WEST ALONG AIR FORCE
LANE TO ARMY LANE, BEGINNING AT THE SOUTHEAST END OF PARKING LOT 4 (STA 70+89 TO 81+88). THE
DEDUCT DOES NOT INCLUDE THE CONCRETE PAVEMENT IMPROVEMENTS TO PARKING LOT 17. IF DEDUCT
2.3 1S REMOVED FROM SCOPE THEN CONCRETE SIDEWALK NEAR BUILDING 113 SHALL BE ADJUSTED AS
NECESSARY TO MATCH THE PROPOSED CURB. IF DEDUCT 2.3 IS REMOVED, THE CROSSWALK SHOW AT
THE SOUTH END OF PARKING LOT 4 (STA 0+65 ) SHALL NOT BE INSTALLED.

DEDUCT 2.4 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE IMPROVEMENTS TO PARKING LOT 10. THE DEDUCT
INCLUDES THE MILL AND OVERLAY OF THE LOT, IMPROVEMENTS TO CURBING, AND THE REPLACEMENT
OF INLET 50B GRATE. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL NOT INCLUDE THE PAINT STRIPING WITHIN THE DEDUCT.
IF DEDUCT 2.4 IS REMOVED FROM PROJECT SCOPE THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RE-STRIPE EXISTING
SPACES, AS CURRENTLY STRIPED.

DEDUCT 2.5 REMOVES WORK ASSOCIATED WITH THE EMERGENCY ACCESS PORTION OF NAVY LANE,
LOCATED OFF FREEDOM LANE, EXTENDING BEHIND BUILDING 64, INCLUDING THE TURNAROUND LOOP.
THE DEDUCT INCLUDES ALL DEMOLITION, PAVEMENT, CURBING, SIDEWALKS, SIGNAGE AND STORM AND
UTILITY IMPROVEMENTS, INCLUDING LIGHTING AND ALL ASSOCIATED ELECTRICAL. THE NORTHERN END
OF THE DEDUCT SHALL TIE TO THE EXISTING GUTTER (APPROX STA 2+25) AND THE SOUTH RADIUS OF
THE NAVY LANE PARKING LOT SHALL TIE TO EXISTING CURB AFTER THE PC (APPROX STA 95+40). THE
